The college actively fosters student involvement in sports and games, and it also offers full
tuition waivers to students who meet the eligibility criteria for the sports quota.

Proper maintenance is ensured for all sports facilities, including play fields, courts, tracks,
flood lights, gym, indoor stadium, and more.

Students have access to individual coaches who cater to their specific needs, leading to an
enhancement of their self-confidence.

Sports players who have been identified and students admitted through sports quotas
receive consistent morning and evening training sessions.

Students and accompanying staff from the Physical Education Department are provided
with Travel Allowance (TA) and Daily Allowance (DA) when participating in state,
national, and university-level matches.

Our institution consistently hosts Zonal, Inter-Zonal, State-level, South Zone Inter-
University, All India Inter-University, and National-level Tournaments for school and
college students.

The Institute offers financial support to exceptional athletes, enabling their participation
in Zonal, State, National, and International tournaments. Additionally, the institute provide
sports uniforms to students when they take part in these competitions.

The indoor sports facilities undergo daily maintenance to ensure they remain in optimal
condition.



Inside the campus, there is a medical center staffed with qualified doctor and nursing
personnel who are readily available to provide medical care to the students.

Our management has implemented a free-ship scheme specifically for students in the
sports category. Throughout the Academic Year 2022-2023, the management has
extended free-ship benefits to 103 sports students, covering tuition fees, book fees,
development fees, hostel fees, mess fees, and transportation costs.
